The Association of Round Tables Southern Africa found Wings
& Wishes to be an extremely worthy cause to support and
therefore have adopted them as one of our association projects
for 2009/2010.

Who are they?

Wings and Wishes is a non-profit organization, administered
solely by volunteers, supplying critical life saving Transport to
children who need to get to specialist medical facilities, across
Southern Africa and Africa in general. They respond within
hours of a request from a medical team, and soon set up an
airplane ticket for the ill child and an accompanying parent or
nurse.

Why do they do it?

There are many hundreds of children in Africa who require
specialist medical care for a number of illnesses ranging from

cancer (this is widespread) to renal, heart and
liver failure and many other very specific
syndromes that require pediatric specialist care.
\We have this available in our major centers such
as Cape Town (e.g. Red Cross Hospital) and
Johannesburg General but what many of us don't
know is that a lack of means to get to these
centers quickly in a safe way, means that these
children who could easily be helped, just never
get the help they need, ending in an unnecessary
loss of life or poor quality of life.

A typical patient

A typical Wings & Wishes patient comes to us
after quite an exhausting process. A mother
noticed that her child had not been well. At the
local rural clinic they were told to go to a local
city hospital. Here they received the bad news:
the condition is very serious and requires
immediate long term treatment at Red Cross
Children’s Hospital. The mom arrived with only
one day’s change of clothing in a plastic shopping
bag, never having expected this sudden change
of plans. Now she is faced with having to get her
child to another part of the country with no
money or means at her disposal. If she is able to
muster up the money for a bus ticket, her now
immune compromised and very ill child is exposed
to up to 72 hours of germs on an uncomfortable
bus drive. With nowhere to take her child for
healthcare, she may decide to give up and go
home.

How can YOU help?

Donation of funds towards the flights, which
generally cost approximately Rand 1,000 (EUR
100) per child.

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RT Mauritius 5
secures Euro
70,000 for the
Fatima Literacy
School

RT Mauritius 5 has secured a
record single donation of Rupees
2.35m (Euros 54,650) from a
leading local bank for the
construction of a turnkey
computer lab for the Fatima
Literacy School. Members of RT
Mauritius 5 presented the project on behalf of the School in
July 2009, and obtained the official reply in February 2010.
Funding will be provided by the Mauritius Commercial Bank
Ltd. through its Corporate Social Responsibility Fund for the
year 2010.

The Fatima Literacy School was initially set up by volunteers
as a community library in 1989 for children in the northern
area of the island. Realizing that the targeted children actually
did not know how to read, the project evolved into a literacy
school which is now built on land donated by a local church.
Every year the school hosts around 125 pupils who have
repeatedly failed the Certificate of Primary Education (CPE)
— which is a prerequisite for any paid work on the island.

Nearly 1,000 children have been re-educated over the last
20 years by the Association. uring their 3 to 5 year schooling,
the children will have gained self esteem, confidence and the
ability to learn how to read, write and count. They will re-
take the CPE exam and get pre-vocational training to prepare
them for active life.

The cooperation between Fatima Literacy School and RT
Mauritius 5 started with the organization of a rock concert
fund raising event in November 2008, during which donations
of Rupees 138,000 (Euro 3,210) were collected. RTM5’s
furthered its commitment with the “Slumdog Millionaire”
Avant Premiere event in March 2009, donating Rupees 50,000
(Euros 1,200) to the school. The “Reading is Life” project
presented to the WOCO Foundation secured another Euros
3,219 for the school. In May 2009, the “Second Chance

Project” presentation to Round Table Austria’s
90/10 initiative has brought pledges of over Euros
9,300 from the Austrian Tablers to fund schooling
of dozens of kids.

Announcement of the latest donation has brought
in a sense of great pride to the RTM5 members
and congratulations from the local Table
community. Over the two year period, a total
of approximately Euros 70,000 were donated to
or secured for the school.

RTM5 members will oversee the construction
of the building and equipment supply to the new
classroom in collaboration with school board
members and other volunteers; the project is
expected to be completed within an 8-month
timeframe.

This project has also shown that international
cooperation between Tables and Associations
does happen and contributes to the strength
and reputation of this movement we are all proud

Lake Baringo

In Kenya’s Great Rift Valley
is a freshwater lake
approximately 22 km long,
by 11 km wide, with an
area of 168 sq km. It is
situated at an altitude of
1100 meters but is

surrounded by mountains
rising to almost 300 meters above the ambient ground level
in places. At the northern end of the Lake lies the dormant
volcano, Karosi, 1449 meters high.

The water of Lake Baringo
is fresh unlike those other
Great Rift Valley lakes of
Bogoria, Elementeita,
Nakuru and Magadi, which
are "soda lakes". Although
it is not known where the
water flows out of Lake
Baringo, it is reasoned that
it must do so as otherwise
the water would be subject

to a continual process of
evaporation, and the Lake would become soda. It may well
do so from a submerged crevasse at its northern end, emerging
100 km north at Karpedda. As a freshwater Lake it is home
to hippos, crocodiles and an abundance of fish and birds, but
it does n ot have flamingoes, as these feed on the algae specific
to soda lakes. Despite this, it is most famous as an ornithologist's

paradise, with 500 bird species, many of which
are extremely rare or otherwise only seen in
this area.

The climate is warm (25 to 35 degrees) all year
round, day and night. While a welcome breeze
blows off the Lake in the evenings, the sensation
of coldness is practically unknown here. The
annual average rainfall is 640 mm, a large
proportion of which falls in May-July and a lesser
amount in November-December.

The tribes around the lake

The peoples in the vicinity of the Lake are the
Tugen and the Il Chamus (or Njempse) with the
Pokot living slightly further north, and visiting
the area to graze cattle or trade.A few Turkana
have migrated to the area. There is very little
cultivation owing to the long hot dry season,
followed by the habitually violent rains in May,
and most inhabitants survive on the grazing of
goats, sheep and cattle supplemented by fishing
Catfish and Tilapia and harvesting of wild fruits
and berries.

The town on the western shore, Kampi ya Samaki
(literally "Fishing camp") has a population of a
couple of hundred and a reasonable array of
shops and a clinic, including a post office with
online computers. Entry to the Lake
Baringo area is through a County Council
barrier 500 metres outside the village.All
visitors need to pay an entry fee although
it is a once-off and you can stay as long
as you like. RT Eastern Africa AGM - 30th
April to 2nd May 2010. Rates for 3 days
and 2 nights at the Baringo Island Camp
is USD 350, registration included.

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Earthquake of 5.9 magnitude
removes a village off the face of
the earth.

Onna re-visited ten months on !
Inauguration of the first major project “Four
Clubs one vision™.

Our mission was one of
joy, it was to see the
folding out of a dream
that a young
architectural student
from Rome had. Giulia
Carnevale, who was
terribly crushed and
perished to death in this
earthquake, she with 44
others, mainly young
people under 30 years
old died.

Miraculously her laptop
was found in good condition within the crushed wreck of her
car, under the rubble that used to be the picturesque stone
built village, of Onna. Upon opening it up they found her ideas
and designs about building a new Youth Centre and also a
new School in this village. This had been the reason for her
visit on this fateful day on 29th March 2009. These buildings
will now be an everlasting remembrance to this young woman.

The old Church Bell from the 18th century was found intact
under the rubble of the Church and now hangs, for me
tragically, in a small belfry just in front of Guilia’s Youth Centre.

Blue skies and brilliant sunshine were to accompany the 41
International President John Bellwood and the 41 International
Secretary Bob Parton on their privileged journey to the little
village of Onna only a few kilometres away from L'Aquila in
Abruzzo, Italy.We were greeted and hosted supremely by our
every friendly 41 Members from the 41 Club Italia. This was
to be the inauguration of the Youth Centre which the “Four
Clubs One Vision” had donated to the people of Onna.

Receiving the terrible news about the earthquake, the members
of the nearby 41 clubs in Ascoli Piceno and Teramo, set about
collecting donations to help the sufferers in this devastated
area. With a joint effort, in the true interests of the “Four
clubs One vision” idea which we had bought to life in
Meran/Merano with Ladies Circle Club, Club 41 , Round Table
and Agora Club successfully set about to collect sponsorships
from all over the world for this needy cause.

Complements must go
to all who have helped
with this project, above
all to the strength of
Guilia’s father who
directed most of the
building of both the
School and the Youth
centre. This has been
with great success,
despite the emotional
pressures, that he must
have had to live through.
Giulia parents, despite
their own personal
tragedy, devoted so much time and effort so that so many
other people can enjoy their lives better even though their

daughter did could not live to fulfil her ideas.
Clearance work has not yet been completed,
particularly in the middle of the village, and much
of the destruction can still be seen, but to the
west of the old Village the Red Cross have built
an emergency houses where life is beginning to
reform itself. However looking into the eyes of
the inhabitants of the village today you could still
sense the pain and wounds that were still visible,
nobody smiles, they are just there, and by the
grace of god, still alive.

All service facilities like
water, electricity and the
infrastructure are good.
Fortunately the motorways
and also the railway
network were not
damaged so that
emergency services, even
from as far away as Rome
were available soon after
the earthquake had
happened.

The pictures of the new
housing estate that has
been built just outside of the village illustrates
the work and technical building progress that
has been made, these flats are floating on a plate
and are sprung on metal pillars so that any future
earthquake should at least secure these building
to their foundations.

New Flats

The local council also gave much assistance and
insisted upon an uncomplicated approach to the
legislative matters. Not the least was the German
Ambassador in Italy, Michael Steiner, who had
given much help from his country. He was to
present the Italian 41 President,Augusto Ferrari
with the latest cheques we had received from
the German and Austrian Associations.
