Round Table Central Africa
(RTCA)- Our rich history

It was in April 1952 that Robbie Fisher Robson
and Cammie Freer met in Salisbury (now Harare)
to discuss the possible formation of Round Table.
Robbie had been a member of Portsmouth and
South Sea Round Table No. 2 (R.T.B.I) since 1946
and it was some time later that these two, with
others, decided to establish the first Round Table
in Salisbury.

On 17th November of that year at the Norfolk
Hotel in Salisbury (now Harare), an acting Council
of the first Salisbury Round Table was formed,
and amongst other things, those present agreed
that the Inaugural Meeting of Salisbury Round
Table would be held on the 10th December 1951;
that they would be affiliated with R.T.B.1.; that
the Table would be named Salisbury Round Table
No. 1( now Harare 1) of the Association of Round
Tables in Central Africa, and that subscriptions
would be two pounds and two shillings per
annum, with an entry fee of 10s 6d for all
members. At the Inaugural meeting, Robbie was
elected Chairman and the evening was graced
with the attendance and main address by J. R.




B. Dendy Young, Q.C. M.P. So it was on the 10th
December 1952 that the Round Table Movement
was launched in Southern Rhodesia ( now
Zimbabwe)

AR.T.CA. (now RTCA) had been welcomed into
the fold of Round Table International on 1st
October 1954 but no Charter had been given.
This was eventually presented to Robbie Fisher
Robson at the Round Table International
Conference in Utrecht, Holland, in May 1955.
A.R.T.C.A. had the privilege of being one of the
founder member associations of R.T.I.
Tables opened across Zimbabwe , Botswana,
Lesotho, Swaziland , Zambia and Malawi.
Later Swaziland and Lesotho , for geographical
reasons ,were incorporated into ARTSA and
Zambian Tables amalgamated to form their own
Association, RTZ.

In 2003 Area 1 and Area 4 excluding the Malawi
Tables amalgamated to form Area Zimbabwe
the old Area 8 changed name to Area Botswana
and all the Malawi Tables where incorporated
under Area Malawi.

RTCA now covers three countries namely Botswana, Malawi and Zimbabwe
and the Presidency traditionally rotates around the three countries.
There are three Areas in RTCA: Area Botswana, Area Malawi and Area Zimbabwe.

Selibe Phikwe 52, Lobatse 56; Area Malawi has three Tables: Blantyre 20,
Lilongwe 32 and Dwangwa 69; Area Zimbabwe has nine functioning Tables:
Harare 1, Mutare 4, Masvingo 11, Kadoma 16, Harare 23, Harare 45, Lomagundi
48, Bulawayo 49, Harare 66
