Asia Pacific Meeting
Nepal

Dear friends,

=2 This month | bring you a very encouraging
story of the Service projects being done in far away countries thanks
to the help of their fellow Tablers in other parts of the world.

In May | was due to visit Nepal to attend the Asia Pacific Regional
Meeting. RT Nepal had kindly invited me to attend the Mass Tour
being organised the week before the actual AGM, so | was prepared
for a great week of tabling amongst new and old friends. A few
weeks before my departure | received an email from Manoj Kumar
Das asking me if | would consider extending my stay by a couple of
days so as to inaugurate a school RT3 Birganj had just finished
building. | naturally jumped at the occasion of visiting a project funded
through the hard work of our members. By the day | arrived in
Nepal, it turned out | would actually be inaugurating another school
built by Kathmandu Elites RT3 and also attend the Charter ceremony
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of Ladies Circle 3 Nepal, also in the city of Birganj; but I'll tell you
that story later...

Nepal is a relatively poor country with many of its population
struggling to earn a decent living and most are uneducated. Since its
foundation, RT Nepal has been working hard to build schools for
the underprivileged of their society. Most schools are usually built
government land and the teachers are government paid, but the
facilities available are mostly minimal and far from satisfactory.
Another problem is that in most cases parents stop their children
from going to school, preferring them to remain with them to work.
In order to encourage these children to attend, the Tablers need

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to provide them with uniforms! This gets them to start attending
school and then many of them keep attending thanks to the
encouragement of their teachers. The first part of my trip was the
RT Nepal Nostalgic Mass Tour, where together with a small group
of foreign Tablers and wives we toured some of the best sites Nepal
has to offer. Since | want to dedicate this article to service projects
I will leave the details of this great trip to one of the other participants.
| will also leave the details of the Asia Pacific AGM to the RTI

Treasurer and Asia Pacific Chairman to describe to you in his own
Newsflash article, but | will congratulate the Chairman Elect for the
region, Vivek Vardhan from RT India. | wish Vivek all the best for
the coming year, which will be an experience he will never forget!
The most important part of my stay started on Saturday 14th, when
we went to the opening of the Ganesh Primary School outside
Kathmandu. This school was built by RT2 with the financial assistance
of Round Table Belgium. Following the inauguration of the school
we also had a presentation ceremony for scholarships to a number
of the children present. These scholarships will give the opportunity
to the children to be able to attend school without needing to rely
on their parents for funding. It will also help the whole community
to by removing this financial burden from them. | know that RT2
have more plans for this school, like setting up a Computer room
and other things, so | encourage other clubs around the world to
contact them to see if they can be of any assistance in achieving their
goals.

On Sunday 15th it was time to board another plane to head south
to the city of Birganj, the hometown of RT3 and RT8 and also of
our current Asia Pacific Chairman, Manoj. After a 15 minute flight
we landed to a flowery reception and were whisked off to visit the
first of two schools the two clubs take care of. Much of the financing
for the building and maintenance of these schools has come from
European associations like Belgium, Germany and the Netherlands
through projects like Freedom through Education and 11 SFN
(Schools for Nepal). It was so touching to see the school children
crammed into small classrooms but also happy to be there learning
and happy to see us. The problem | see with these schools however
is that we need to continue helping to maintain them. Once a
property starts to be used it needs continuous maintenance otherwise
it would need to be rebuilt in a few years time. | witnessed a number
of worrying cracks in some walls which have only been built for a
few years.

In the evening we had the Charter ceremony of LC 3 Birganj, and
what a party it was! Thanks to the great people attending the
ceremony and the entertainment put on, we tried to forget the heat
and danced the night away. It was great fun to see the true Tabler
spirit come out with all the Tablers dancing around with their
partners and in many cases their children too. Heartfelt congratulations
to LC3 and good luck for the future.
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My last official duty of this trip was the inauguration of the Birganj
Round Table Bal Mandir School. This school originally consisted of
one small building for over a hundred children but thanks to the
hard work of Birganj RT 3 and the financial support of RT Luxemburg
and RT Nepal through the Freedom through Education project. This
school is made up of four blocks and there are plans for a fifth block
in order to be able to accommodate more children. The event was
attended by a number of dignitaries from the education department
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and the local police and this shows that the whole community of
Birgan;j is very much appreciative of the work RT does for them. A
special mention must go to that crazy Tabler Satish Agarwal who
worked tirelessly to ensure that the school and inauguration hall
were finished in time for this event. After this event | was ready for
my long journey home stopping to rest at my good friend Rob Duce
in Dubai who is always ready to host me at short notice whenever
| ask for it!

RT Zambia AGM

Another great group of Tablers | met during my travels have always
been the Zambians. They know how to party harder than most
other Tablers, yet they still find the time to work hard on their social
projects around their country. | managed to get to Zambia a couple
of days earlier than their AGM, so it was possible for me to spend
some time in the capital Lusaka visiting their projects and also
inaugurating a refurbished wing of a school for children with learning
disabilities.

Within minutes of arriving at Lusaka airport | found myself in their
club house drinking beer with many other Tablers from Zambia,
Botswana and the only other European on the tour, Past RT Estonia
President, Urmas Glase. After a few beers we were taken to a lodge
for the night and the following morning Urmas and | spent a quiet
time building up our energy for the rest of the week by laying in the
sun and swimming! After a great lunch we were taken on a Game
Drive to enjoy the wildlife Zambia has to offer and it was great to
come up close with Giraffe and Elephants once again! It was soon
time to head back to Lusaka for the obligatory stop at the club house
to meet the new arrivals to the tour from South Africa and for some
drinks before heading for dinner and then to a nightclub till the early
hours of the morning. | do not recall much of the latter part of the
evening but from what i was told and the photos | have seen, | seem
to have enjoyed it quite a lot!

The following day it was time for official duties with the first stop
being the ‘Hidden Voice School’ for children with learning disabilities.
This is a small school run by parents of the students. All students
have varying degrees of learning disabilities and Round Table has
been helping them for a number of years now. The latest project
was a part of the property which had been built badly and made the
place unsafe. Through the efforts of the Tablers the building was
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rebuilt where necessary and completely refurbished and will now
be used to house another classroom for these students. My next
stop was the ‘Lusaka Round Table Hearing and Speech Centre’. This
is a project which has been ongoing since the 1970’s and has been
a great success for RT1 Lusaka. The building is located within the
Lusaka teaching hospital and RT1 are constantly ensuring they help
the centre with whatever they require. Following our visit the next
items on their list will be carpets for most of the centre since the
current ones are very worn out.

In the afternoon it was time to head for Lake Kariba, the venue of
the Zambian AGM this year. This consisted of a 3 hour drive though
constantly changing country which also seemed to be rolling due to
the beers we were drinking on the trip! Our hotel was located on
the shores of the lake and gave us fantastic views of the lake as far
as Zimbabwe on the far shore. It was here that the rest of the local
and foreign delegates from Zimbabwe turned up. | finally got to meet
the only white Tabler of Zambia — | hope he won't be alone for
much longer; he may become crazy like the rest! It was time for
another good party which | unfortunately had to cut short since |
was still feeling the effects of the previous night! The AGM started
on Table Time next day and turned out to be a very lively event
with serious work mixed with jolly banter and naturally lots of beer
and other suspicious beverages.

The outgoing board gave their reports showing that RT Zambia is
going strong and also growing. | am sure the new board will continue
on the same footing. In order to ensure a full day of activities, after
the AGM we were taken on a booze cruise on the lake. The boat
captain must have been a bit drunk since the first thing he did was
reverse and crash into the jetty. We needed to be towed out from
land before we could be under way under our own power. We had
no time to rest on getting back to land since it was straight to the
banner exchange and then the Gala Dinner; two whiskey filled events
which we all really enjoyed. | wish all the best to the new board and
thank them for their great hospitality during my stay there. | look
forward to meeting you again at the AGM in Bremerhaven.

Constitutional Corner
11 Amendments to the RTI Constitution

11.1 Motions

11.1.1 Proposals to amend the RTI Constitution shall only be
accepted from Full Members or the RTI Board. Any such
proposals shall be received in writing by the RTI Board not
less than 56 days before the RTI AGM.

11.1.2 All proposals received in time by the RTI Board shall be sent
by e-mail to the RTI Councillors along with the Notice and
Agenda for the RTI AGM.

11.1.3 Motions submitted by Full Members shall be seconded by
another Full Member.

11.1.4 Motions submitted by the RTI Board shall not require a
seconder.

11.2  Reconsideration of Resolutions

11.1.5 Motions resolved at an RTI AGM, whether adopted or
rejected [i.e. resolutions], shall not be brought forward for
econsideration before the second RTI AGM following that
at which such motions were resolved, unless otherwise
directed by the RTI Council.

Round Table Madagascar in Toamasina in action takes their social
responsibilities toward the vulnerable population: the children
The report on World Development in 2010 emphasized the fact
that “poverty reduction and sustainable development remain key
priorities across the World”.

This reduction of poverty which includes among others access to
health care and education for all. Due the fact that these priorities
still so true for Madagascar, the Round Table Madagascar #3 from
Toamasina decided, from this year, to put special emphasis on the
children to bring our part to make the difference.
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In this sense, the 19 members of the TRMT 3 has fixed as targets

 To contribute to support initiatives for the education of youth of
Toamasina;

e To assist to the supply of various materials, equipment and
medicines the paediatric service of Toamasina.

Currently, unfortunately, the paediatric service is seems at certain
point a place where the children are left to die than to get a chance
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to get well. In fact, 16% of babies were born with less weight and
almost a quarter of newborns are died due several infections at the
paediatric service.

TRMT 3 call all local and international friends and stakeholders to
support them in their efforts for next couple of years to mitigate
and to improve the life’s quality of the most vulnerable people of
the Town. The motto is « Let’s Act Now, Together and Differently.
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
